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Graduation Recognition Policy: For graduation recognition purposes, SUMMA CUM LAUDE,  
MAGNA CUM LAUDE, and CUM LAUDE will be calculated on authorized credits and weight earned 
by the student by the designated last day of the first semester. Please refer to the Student Progression 
Plan for updated GPA requirements. 
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ENGLISH I/ENGLISH I HONORS  is a course designed to provide students an integrated, well 
balanced program of instruction in reading, writing, listening, and speaking in the content areas of 
literature and language.  
 
ENGLISH II/ENGLISH II HONORS is a course designed to provide students a well organized 
program of instruction in the skills of reading, writing, listening, speaking, and thinking.  Main areas of 
study shall include language skills and the study of world literature. 
 
 
ENGLISH III /ENGLISH III HONORS is a course designed to provide instruction in English language 
skills and in American literature. 
  
ENGLISH IV  is a course designed to study the conventions of standard written English necessary for 
both contemporary society and for future educational needs.  The course content also includes in depth 
studies of historical and contemporary British literature.  
 
DUAL ENROLLMENT  - ENC1101/ENC1102 - (3 Semester Hours College Credit Per Class) Currently, 
dual enrollment English students must maintain a 3.0 GPA and have CPT scores of reading 
comprehension - 83, sentence skills - 83, or SAT - 440 verbal, or ACT - 18 reading and 17 writing.  These 
scores are, however, subject to change.  (Pre-requisite - must have completed English III in order to be 
eligible to take dual enrollment English). The emphasis in these courses is on writing.  Students will be 
exposed to various literary styles; plan and write critical essays and research papers; discuss reading 
assignments; do oral presentations.  Students will attend this class one evening a week at the South 
Florida Community College Campus in Lake Placid.   
 
ENGLISH THROUGH ESOL is a course designed to provide instruction to speakers of other languages 
who are identified as needing proficiency in English. 
 
LANGUAGE ARTS THROUGH ESOL is a course designed to improve students’ reading and writing 
skills in both literature and the content area. Test taking strategies will be included. This course meets the 
requirements for an English credit and covers comprehension and vocabulary skills.  Placement is based 
on FCAT and NRT scores as well as other reading assessments. 
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ALGEBRA IA  is a course which, in conjunction with ALGEBRA IB meets the Algebra requirement for 
graduation.  Students will follow the same criteria as in Algebra I; however, the class will be taught at a 
slower pace, and students must complete both classes.  Even though students receive two high school 
credits for Algebra IA/Algebra IB, colleges consider these two courses as only one credit of Math. 
 
ALGEBRA IB  is the second part of a two-year sequence of courses, which will fulfill the Algebra 
graduation requirement. 
 
ALGEBRA I is a course in which the student will apply algebraic concepts to solve equations, 
inequalities and quadratics.  
 
 
GEOMETRY  is a course in which the student will explore topics such as proofs, logical thinking skills, 
area, volume, and constructions.    
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GEOMETRY HONORS is a course to provide a rigorous, in-depth study of geometric relationships and 
deductive strategies which can be used to solve a variety of real world and mathematical problems.   
 
 
LIBERAL ARTS MATH is a course to enable students to strengthen algebraic and geometric concepts 
and skills necessary for the further study of mathematics. This course will include exponents and radicals, 
algebraic expressions, polynomials, equations, inequalities, graphs, geometric relationships, and basic 
concepts of data analysis and probability. 
 
 
ALGEBRA II  is an expansion of the topics covered in Algebra I with greater emphasis on understanding.  
The course stresses the reading and interpretation of written problems.  The topics of logarithms and 
trigonometry are introduced.    
 
 
ALGEBRA II HONORS  will expand on the topics taught in Algebra I and will include quadratic 
relations, sequences, series, probability, statistics, and more trigonometry.  This course will require a 
prerequisite of Algebra I and Geometry. 
 
 
PRE-CALCULUS is a course designed to cover topics in trigonometry, analytic geometry, pre-calculus 
and review topics covered on the SAT.  Emphasis will be placed on problem solving and problem solving 
techniques. 
 
AP CALCULUS AB is a course designed to concentrate on the basic principles of calculus.  The content 
will include, but not be limited to, functions, graphs, limits, continuity,  integrals, The Fundamental 
Theorem of Calculus and applications of all of the above.      
 
D/E ELEMENTARY STATISTICS - STA 2023 - is a course in which the students study fundamental 
statistical methods including organization, analysis and interpretation of numerical data, measures of 
central tendency and dispersion, statistical distributions, sampling techniques, hypothesis testing, 
probability, z-tests, chi-square tests, correlations, and regressions equations.  
 
D/E COLLEGE ALGEBRA - MAC 1105 - is a course in which the students study basic principles of 
algebra including algebraic expressions; equations and inequalities; rational, exponential, and logarithmic 
functions; techniques of graphing; matrices, determinants, and sequences.  
 
D/E PLANE TRIGONOMETRY  - MAC 1114 - is a course in which the students study trigonometric 
functions and their inverses; trigonometric identities and conditional equations; vectors and complex 
numbers; techniques of graphing; and solutions of triangles.  This course will have a prerequisite of 
completion of MAC 1105 College Algebra with a grade of “C” or better. 
 
MATHEMEMATICS for COLLEGE READINESS – is a course recommended for students who do 
not meet “college-ready” scores on state approved assessments prior to their senior year. In order to be 
eligible for subsequent enrollment in College Algebra, students will need to successfully complete this 
course with a grade of “C” or better, and achieve a score greater that “86” on the math section of the CPT. 
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INTEGRATED SCIENCE I  is a course that provides opportunities to investigate the theories and ideas 
associated with the biological, earth, and physical sciences in a way that is relevant and usable.  Students 
construct science knowledge by studying, practicing and applying the steps of the scientific method. 
 
INTEGRATED SCIENCE I HONORS  is a course that expands on the standards of Integrated Science I 
with lab and projects. 
 
BIOLOGY I  is a course which includes the study of living organisms contained in the six major 
kingdoms.  Within this course of study are included:  laboratory experiences, structures and functions; 
transfer of energy; genetics; animal and plant behavior and ecology. 
 
BIOLOGY I HONORS  is a course which expands on the science standards explored in BIOLOGY I.  
Advanced laboratory experiences and projects serve to enhance the course. 
 
EARTH SCIENCE is a course that develops and applies concepts basic to the planet, its materials, 
processes, history and environment in space. 
 
CHEMISTRY I  is a course designed to provide students with the study of the composition, properties, 
and changes associated with matter. 
 
CHEMISTRY I HONORS  is a course designed to provide students with an investigative study of the 
properties and changes associated with matter.  
 
AP CHEMISTRY is a course designed to provide students with a college level course in chemistry and 
will prepare the student to seek credit and/or appropriate placement in college chemistry courses. Topics 
will include but not limited to structure of matter, states of matter, chemical reactions, and descriptive 
chemistry. 
 
PHYSICS HONORS is a math-based approach to the study of forces and motion.  Topics covered are 
those normally presented in the first two semesters of an engineering physics course.  Concepts are 
introduced in increments and totally developed over many lessons.  All lessons and tests are cumulative. 
 
AP PHYSICS B is a course designed to be the equivalent of the general physics course usually taken 
during the first year of college. Students should attain a depth of understanding in topics such as the study 
of Newtonian and nuclear physics.  
 
ANATOMY & PHYSIOLOGY HONORS  is a course that involves the study of the relationships 
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between the structures and functions of the human body.  This course includes mammalian dissection and 
has a pre-requisite of Biology I. 
 
FORENSIC SCIENCES 1 is a course that provides opportunities to develop knowledge of biology and 
physical sciences and enables students to associate this knowledge with real-life applications. 
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WORLD HISTORY/WORLD HISTORY HONORS  is a course providing students the opportunity to 
acquire an understanding of the chronological development of civilization by examining the political, 
economic, social, religious, military, dynastic, scientific, and cultural events that have affected humanity. 
 
AMERICAN HISTORY/AMERICAN HISTORY HONORS is a course providing students with the 
opportunity to acquire an understanding of the chronological development of the American people by 
examining the political, economic, social, religious, military, scientific, and cultural events that have 
affected the rise and growth of our nation. 
 
AP AMERICAN HISTORY is a course offering students the opportunity to acquire an in-depth 
understanding of the chronological development of our American history by examining the political, 
economic, social, religious, military, scientific and cultural events that affected the growth and 
development of the nation. Extra research is required. 
                                     
ECONOMICS is a course providing students the opportunity to acquire an understanding of the way in 
which society uses its limited resources to satisfy unlimited wants.  Appropriate concepts include:  
resource, ownership, production of goods and services, supply and demand, and government's role in the 
economic decision making. This course must be taken during your 12th grade year. 
 
ECONOMICS HONORS is a course to provide students with the knowledge and decision-making tools 
necessary for understanding how society organizes its limited resources to satisfy its wants.  Students will 
gain understanding of choices they must make as producers, consumers, investors and taxpayers. 
 
AMERICAN GOVERNMENT  is a course designed to provide students the opportunity to acquire an 
understanding of American Government political behavior and some law.  
 
 
 
AP U.S. GOVERNMENT AND POLITICS is a course designed for an advanced study of our 
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constitution, the organization of our federal government, the development and role of political parties and 
the understanding of civil liberties and the civil rights movement.  There will also be an emphasis on 
current issues related to our government and nation in the 21st century.  
 
D/E HUMANITIES - HUM 220 - is a course in which the students survey the literature, fine arts, 
religion, philosophy, and music of western civilization from its historical beginning to the late Middle 
Ages.  Prerequisite: ENC 1101. 
 
PSYCHOLOGY 1 is a course designed to provide students the opportunity to acquire an understanding 
of and an appreciation for human behavior, behavior interaction and the progressive development of 
individuals in order to understand their own behavior and the behavior of others.

COMPUTING FOR COLLEGE AND CAREERS is a course designed to provide a basic overview of 
current business and information systems and trends, and to introduce students to the basic skills and 
foundations required for today’s business environment.  Emphasis is placed on developing proficiency 
with touch keyboarding and fundamental computer applications, so that they may be used as 
communication tools for enhancing personal and workplace proficiency in an information-based society. 
 
ACCOUNTING APPLICATIONS 1  (Pre-Requisite of Computing for College and Careers) This is a 
course which emphasizes double entry accounting;  methods and principles of recording business 
transactions; the preparation of various documents used in recording income, expenses, acquisition of 
assets, incurrence of liabilities, changes in equity, and the preparation and basic interpretation of  
statements.  Computers will be used.  
 
ACCOUNTING APPLICATIONS II (Pre-Requisite of Computing for College and Careers and 
Accounting Applications I) is a course that is designed to continue the study of accounting principles.  
The content includes voucher systems, cash receipts, petty cash, payroll records and internal control 
systems.  Computers will be used. 
 
ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICE TECHNOLOGY I (Pre-Requisite of Computing for College and 
Careers and Business Software Applications I) is a course designed to assist with administrative and 
general office duties in a support capacity.  This course expands the core competencies in the areas of 
personal and professional development and promotes application of higher level office procedures, tasks 
and communications skills through the use of technology. 
 
BUSINESS SOFTWARE APPLICATIONS I (Pre-Requisite of Computing for College and Careers) is 
a course designed to develop proficiency in using the advanced features of software programs (word 
processing, data base, spreadsheet, presentation, etc.) to perform office-related tasks. 
 
TELLER OPERATIONS - DRAGON BANK I - (Pre-requisite - Students must have successfully 
completed at least one credit in a vocational class.)  Students will learn the daily tasks of being a bank 
teller, customer service representative, loan officer, data processor, and/or bank officer. 
 
BUSINESS INTERNSHIP - DRAGON BANK II (Pre-requisite-Students must have successfully 
completed one year of teller operations.)  Students will enhance and apply the instructional competencies 
learned in the classroom and in teller operations.  Students will develop employability skills needed to 
secure a position in the business environment. 
 
CISCO CERTIFIED NETWORK ASSOCIATE 1 is a course designed to develop proficiency in 
computer systems technology, network support services, and network systems administration. Students 
must be recommended by a business teacher and must have completed Business Software Applications. 
 
 
 
CISCO CERTIFIED NETWORK ASSOCIATE 2 is a course designed to teach students the skills 
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needed to obtain entry-level home network installer jobs. It also helps students develop some of the skills 
needed to become network technicians, computer technicians, cable installers, and help desk technicians.

Students are allowed a maximum of 450 total hours at the 
workplace/learning site.  The student does not have to be in a paid position to enter this program.

VOLUNTEER PUBLIC SERVICE/VOLUNTEER SCHOOL/COMMUNITY  SERVICE activities 
will be directly related to experiences that provide valuable and worthwhile educational opportunities to 
the individual student and provide benefit to their school or community.  Students may volunteer their 
time to various community/school agencies that are approved by the school principal - open to 11th and 
12th grade students.

EXECUTIVE INTERNSHIP  provides an opportunity for 11th and 12th grade students to explore a 
career by working with a professional in the community.  Students will demonstrate ability to make 
decisions regarding time management, problem solving, and goal setting.  A high degree of self-discipline 
for the increased responsibility and increased direct involvement in the adult world of work is required.   
(Acceptance into class is contingent upon approval by instructor.)

CULINARY OPERATIONS  I is a course designed to develop competence in career and job 
opportunities; basic food skills; safe and sanitary work procedures; nutrition; front-and-back-of-the-house 
duties; and food and beverage preparation.  Activities include job shadowiCULINARY OPERATIONS 
II  is a continuation of Culinary Operations I.  Students will advanservice and catering services.CHILD 
conducting a preschool for 3, 4, and 5 year old children. 
 
PRINCIPLES OF FOOD PREPARATION  is a laboratory course designed to prepare students to 
understand the principles of food preparation, selection, and storage.  Labs include fruits, vegetables, 
salads, pasta, eggs, beef, chicken, fish, Chinese stir fry, plus some desserts.

Materials 1 is a course to develop the competencies essential to the building construction industry. These 
competencies relate to safety practices, tool and equipment utilization, identification of building materials, 
fasteners and hardware, basic math, communication, and blueprint reading. 
 
Materials 2 is a course that provides students with advanced knowledge, skills, and attitudes related to selected 
industrial materials and processes. Performance standards from the introductory course are expanded and 
increased knowledge and skills are taught. 
 
DRAFTING I  provides students with basic knowledge, skills, and attitudes of drafting, including the use of 
technical drafting equipment and materials to apply drafting standards and techniques.  
 
DRAFTING II, III  provides students with advanced skills in engineering drawing, technical illustrating or 
architectural drawing, with emphasis in computer-assisted drafting. 
 
AEROSPACE 1 is a course designed to provide students with a foundation of knowledge and technically 
oriented experiences in the study of Aerospace Technologies, its effect upon our lives, and the choosing of an 
occupation. This is a “hands on” academic class where through research and problem solving, students will 
design and build airfoils and aircraft, model rockets, and fly radio controlled aircraft. 
 
AEROSPACE 2 is a course to provide students with an intermediate understanding of the knowledge, human 
relations, and technological skills found today in Aerospace Technologies.

ART I - A beginning art course designed to give students a primary understanding of the fundamental 
elements of art: line, shape, form, space and color.  This course will include exploration in the areas of 
drawing, painting, sculpture, commercial art and computer image enhancement. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
ART II - An intermediate art course designed to give students a secondary understanding of the fundamental 
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principles of art: rhythm, movement, balance, proportion, variety, emphasis, harmony and unity.  This course 
will include exploration in the areas of drawing, painting, sculpture, commercial art, and computer image 
enhancement.  The pre-requisite for this class is Art I. 
 
ART III - A course designed specifically for the students who have accomplished and mastered Art I - II.  
This is for those students who are seeking scholarships in an area related to the arts, have a propensity and 
acuity for the arts, and/or wish to build upon his or her portfolio.  The student will pursue career options while 
working at his or her own independent pace.  The pre-requisite for this class is Art II. 
 
ADVANCED PLACEMENT STUDIO ART  is a class that enables highly motivated students to do college-
level work in studio art while still in high school Portfolio development will prepare the student for college or 
art school. AP Studio Art is not based on a written exam. Instead candidates submit a portfolio for evaluation 
at the end of the school year.

BAND is a year-long course open to students with previous instruction in wind and percussion instruments. 
(This class meets for one period each school day and performs at football games, parades, and several concerts 
throughout the year.)  After school rehearsals and performances are required.  (Instructor approval required.) 
 
PERCUSSION ENSEMBLE is a year-long course that requires instructor approval.  The purpose of this 
course is to enable students to develop technical skills in a small ensemble setting. After school rehearsals and 
performances are required. 
 
CHORUS is a year-long course designed to enable students to develop individual and ensemble skills in 
choral performance through preparation of varied high school literature. After school rehearsals and 
performances are required. 
 
EURHYTHMICS is a first semester course to enable students to develop basic skills in creating, performing, 
and evaluating choreographed performances as an independent ensemble and in cooperation with the marching 
band and / or cheerleading. After school rehearsals and performances are required. This course will earn a 
physical education credit. 
 
ORCHESTRA provides students with the basic technical skills on string or other orchestral instruments 
through the refinement and performance of high school orchestra literature.  Emphasis will be placed on the 
development of skills in interpretation of notation and expressive markings, individual and ensemble 
performance, and critical listening. 
 
AP MUSIC THEORY is a course designed to develop a student’s ability to recognize and understand the 
basic materials and processes in any music that is heard or read in score. Much stress will be on the 
development of fundamental aural, notational, and performance skills.

PERSONAL FITNESS is a required course designed to provide students with opportunities to develop 
an individual optimal level of physical fitness, acquire knowledge of physical fitness concepts, and 
acquire knowledge of the significance of lifestyle on one's health and fitness. 
 
BEGINNING TENNIS  is a course designed to teach students skills in tennis that may be used in current 
and future recreational pursuits and maintain and/or improve personal fitness.  
                                            
INTERMEDIATE TENNIS  is a course designed to extend the acquisition of knowledge and the 
development of skills in tennis.  Strategies in singles and doubles and the maintenance and/or 
improvement of personal fitness will be stressed. 
 
TEAM SPORTS is a course designed to acquire knowledge of team sports play, develop skills in 
selected team sports, and maintain and/or improve health-related fitness.  Team sports may include 
basketball, soccer, softball, etc. 
 
AEROBICS is a course designed to develop an individual level of health-related fitness, acquire 
knowledge of fitness concepts, and recognize the significance of health-related fitness on one’s health. 
 
RECREATION is a course designed to enable students to develop knowledge and skills in recreational 
activities and maintain or improve health-related fitness. 
 
BEGINNING WEIGHT TRAINING  will include the knowledge and assessment of muscular strength 
and endurance as well as health problems associated with inadequate levels of muscular development.  
This course is a pre-requisite to intermediate weight training.  
 
INTERMEDIATE WEIGHT TRAINING incorporates new exercises, increases resistance, and 
modifies the number of sets and repetitions.  This course is a pre-requisite to advanced weight training. 
 
ADVANCED WEIGHT TRAINING  further expands on the application of a personal weight training 
program for students.

IN THE SAME FOREIGN LANGUAGE ARE REQUIRED TO ENTER A FOUR-YEAR STATE

Spanish I 1 Credit 
Spanish II - III 1 Credit 
AP Spanish                                                    1 Credit 

 
SPANISH I is the basic introductory course to the study of the foreign language.  This course introduces 
pronunciation, vocabulary, and useful expressions for speaking.  A study of Spanish culture is also 
included.  
   
 
SPANISH II  – III  is a course which continues the study begun in Spanish I.  There is a greater 
emphasis on the speaking, reading, and writing of Spanish with additional verb tenses 
introduced.  This class includes more advanced work in reading and translation.  
 
AP SPANISH is a course enabling highly motivated students to do college-level work in the 
Spanish language. Students are expected to take the AP exam at the end of the course in order to 
earn college credit. 
 

JROTC Leadership Education and Training I 1 Credit 
JROTC Leadership Education and Training II - IV 1 Credit 

 
JROTC LEADERSHIP EDUCATION AND TRAINING I  is a course to motivate first year 
JROTC cadets to be better citizens.  To accomplish this purpose, the text discusses citizenship, 
leadership, and a number of other courses designed to help the cadets succeed in high school and 
after graduation.  Cadets wear uniforms one time each week.  Extracurricular activities include 
providing color guards and participating in community parades and drill and rifle teams. 
 
JROTC LEADERSHIP EDUCATION AND TRAINING II is the second year course of 
Leadership Education and Training that provides more details about leadership situations.  The 
program is split into units including Techniques of Communication, Leadership, Cadet 
Challenge, Leadership Lab, First Aid, Map Reading, History, Your American Citizenship, 
Career Opportunities and Role of the U. S. Army.   
 
JROTC LEADERSHIP EDUCATION AND TRAINING III enables students to expand on 
the skills taught in Leadership Education and Training II. This course allows cadets to 
investigate the interrelationships of the services as they continue to build their leadership 
development and decision-making skills. 
 
JROTC LEADERSHIP EDUCATION AND TRAINING IV enables students to perfect and 
practice the skills acquired as LET I, II, III cadets. This course is designed, through study and 
hands-on experience, to fully prepare students to become better citizens and leaders upon 
graduation. 
 

Leadership Skills Development                    1 Credit  
  

 
LEADERSHIP SKILLS  is a full year course designed to provide students the opportunity to develop 
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skills in club administration and student activities through hands-on problem solving.  Approval by the 
Students Government instructor is required. 
 

Yearbook  1 Credit    
 

YEARBOOK  is a full year course designed to expose students to the world of publishing via the 
responsibility for producing the school’s yearbook.  Students will learn all phases of yearbook production: 
journalistic writing, editing, interviewing techniques and advertising.  Students will also learn the 
fundamentals of layout and design, photography, marketing and sales and interpersonal skills.  This is a 
demanding course which revolves around deadlines and may require extra time and effort after school.  
Students must be responsible, self motivating and have a sincere interest in school activities and events.  
All prospective staff members must go through an application process which begins in April. 
 

Newspaper/Journalism         1 Credit 
 
NEWSPAPER/JOURNALISM  is a full year production course with an emphasis on the publishing of a 
school newspaper approximately once a month.  This course covers the basics of newspaper writing, 
including editorials and features as well as straight news stories, headlining and layout. 
 
 

TV Production 1 Credit 
 
TV PRODUCTION is a full-year course with emphasis on producing the school daily news program.  
This course covers the basics of television production including post production in graphics, audio and 
editing; video camera operation and production.  Limited enrollment- see media specialist for more 
information. 
 
   Reading for College Success  .5 Credit 
 
READING FOR COLLEGE SUCCESS is an elective course targeted for 12th graders whose placement 
scores are below the established cut score indicating that they are not “college-ready” in Reading. 
 
   Math for College Success  .5 Credit   
 
MATH FOR COLLEGE SUCCESS is a course that is recommended for students entering the 12th grade 
and scoring below “72” on the Math section of the CPT. The course involves Alg. 2 concepts and should 
not be taken until at least after geometry.

Career Placement 
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The Exceptional Student Education (ESE) Department offers various academic, pre-vocational, and 
vocational classes for students with varying exceptionalities.  The Lake Placid High School ESE 
Department also works in conjunction with South Florida Community College to offer vocational 
programs in various trades such as Automotive Technology, Auto Collision Repair, Secretarial, Culinary 
Arts and Electronics Repair. 
 
English 9 - 12 is a course to provide instruction in knowledge and skills of English to students with 
disabilities.  The content should include, but not limited to, reading comprehension and vocabulary, 
writing, language usage and literature. 
 
Reading 9 - 12 is a course to provide instruction in reading concepts and skills to students with 
disabilities.  The content should include, but not limited to, vocabulary, word attack skills and 
comprehension skills. 
 
Math 9 - 12 is a course to provide instruction in math concepts and procedures to students with 
disabilities.  The content should include, but not limited to, number systems, including whole numbers 
fractions and decimals, number operations and computation, measurement concepts in length, weight, 
volume, time and money, geometric concepts and use of calculators. 
 
Science 9 - 12 is a course to provide a general knowledge of the concepts of life science, physical science 
and earth science to students with disabilities.  The content should include, but not limited to, life science, 
physical science, earth science and application of scientific knowledge. 
 
Social Studies 9 - 12 is a course to develop an understanding of history, geography, economics and 
government to students with disabilities.  The content should include, but not limited to, current and past 
historical events, use of tools and concepts of geography, roles of government at the local, state and 
national levels, responsible citizenship and consumer economics. 
 
Life Management and Transition 9 - 12 is a course to enable students with disabilities to apply the 
knowledge and skills needed to design and implement personal plans for achieving their desired post-
school outcomes.  These plans will address all critical transition service areas, including instruction, 
related services, community experiences, employment, post-school adult living, and, if needed, daily 
living skills and functional vocational evaluation. 
 
Health and Safety 9 - 12 is a course to provide knowledge of the concepts of health and safety to 
students with disabilities.  The content should include, but not be limited to, physical, mental and 
emotional aspects of human growth and development, nutritional needs of the human body, diseases and 
disorders that affect the human body system and substance abuse. 
 
Social and Personal Skills is a course to provide instruction related to environmental, interpersonal and 
task-related behavior of students with disabilities.  The content should include, but not be limited to, 
appropriate classroom behavior, behavioral control, conflict resolution and interpersonal and intrapersonal 
problem solving. 
 
Learning Strategies is a course to provide instruction that enables students with disabilities to acquire 
and use strategies and skills to enhance their independence as learners in educational and community 
settings.  The content should include, but not be limited to, strategies for acquiring and storing 
knowledge, strategies for problem solving, self-regulated use of comprehension strategies, test-taking 
skills, time management and organization skills and self-advocacy and planning skills. 
 
Agriculture Education is a course to prepare students with disabilities for employment in one or more 
jobs in the agribusiness and natural resources industry. 
 
Career Preparation is a course to enable students with disabilities to acquire the career knowledge and 
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skills necessary to identify career options, obtain community resources and develop work-related 
behaviors. 
 
Career Experience is a course to enable students with disabilities to further develop the career 
knowledge and skills necessary to identify career options, access community resources and practice work-
related behaviors. 
    
Career Placement is a course to enable students with disabilities to use the career knowledge and skills 
necessary to identify career options, access community resources and apply work-related behaviors.  The 
course will provide placement in a job in the community aimed at further progress toward achieving the 
student’s desired post-school outcomes related to a career. 
 
Cognitive and Linguistic Skills is a course to enable students with disabilities to function at their highest 
levels and develop the ability to transmit or receive information, thoughts, or feelings through a 
communication system.  The content should include, but not be limited to, use of communication modes 
(oral, gestures or sign language), use of assistive technology systems and devices (especially those 
designed for augmentative communication and environmental motor control). 
 
Life Sustaining and Environmental Interaction Skills is a course to enable students with disabilities to 
function at their highest levels and as fully as possible within the home, school and community settings.  
The content should include, but not be limited to, personal hygiene routines, grooming routines, dressing 
routines, eating routines, fitness routines, functional mobility, domestic activities and travel. 
 
Developmental-Functional Motor and Sensory Skills is a course to enable students with disabilities to 

function at their highest levels and improve motor and sensory skills through interaction with 
environmental stimuli.  The content should include, but not limited to, functional behaviors, recognition 

of objects, use of objects and spatial relationship
